Music in school This is a very important part of our school life. We sing everyday in Collective Worship 
and in our weekly class music lessons. Children in Class 3 play either the violin or cello as part of the their 
class music and we have a range of tuned and untuned percussion instruments for everyone to use. 
Children may also have small group and individual instrumental lessons. These are paid for on a half termly 
basis. Mrs Jameson teaches violin, cello and piano and other instruments are available through North Yorkshire 
Music Service.
